Background

The innovation and entrepreneurship (I & E) culture in India and
the states is progressing at a very fast pace.

The objective of such
collaborative work will be to have entrepreneurship and start-ups
dedicated: Training Program, IP Generation and
Commercialization and start-up Activities. The proposed workshop
on 7th Jan 2022, Friday will address the issues and bottlenecks in
the promotion of entrepreneurial culture and start-up activities in
the Engineering Institutions.
