e 90% of the houses have water connection.

e 449% of homeowners have installed permanent tap connections at their own
expense.

e 46% of the village tap connections are provided by the Government.

e Two cases of dirty water from the taps (one fixed by the owner and one fixed
by the government) were reported by the house owners.

e Two owners reported to have absolutely “NO” water flow from the tap
connection fixed by the Government.

e One owner had a bore connection at his home.

e “A few door-locked conditions of houses were not taken into consideration by

some students.
